BATTERIES REGULATIONS REGISTRATION GUIDE








Introduction


The Batteries Regulations require all producers to register. A producer is a business that places batteries onto the UK market, either by manufacture or import and whether stand alone OR in electrical equipment or vehicles. Retailers are NOT producers unless they directly import or manufacture batteries.


There are three types of battery covered by the Regulations:


Portable Batteries are considered to be those that are sealed, capable of being carried by hand and are NOT automotive or industrial batteries. They include torch batteries of all sizes, button batteries, and mobile phone, computer and any other purpose designed battery.


An industrial battery is designed exclusively for industrial or professional uses, is used as a source of power for propulsion in an electric or hybrid vehicle, is unsealed but is not an automotive battery or accumulator; or is sealed but is not classified as a portable battery. 


An automotive battery is a battery of any size or weight that is used for the starting or ignition of the engine of a road going vehicle or for providing power for any lighting used by such a vehicle. 








Portable Batteries producer registration


If, in 2008, a business placed 1 tonne or less of portable batteries onto the UK market, it is considered to be a SMALL PRODUCER.


Small Producers are required to annually register direct with the Environment Agency* within 28 days of the 15 October or the date when they first become a producer. Initial registration only requires company details.


By the end of January, they must then submit data showing the weight and chemistry of batteries placed onto the market in 2008.


Registration for Small Producers will cost £30 per annum.


FOR A FIXED ANNUAL SUM OF £200, 360 ENVIRONMENTAL WILL REGISTER A SMALL PRODUCER AND MANAGE THE SUBMISSION OF DATA.


If, in 2008, you placed more than 1 tonne onto the UK market, you are considered to be a LARGE PRODUCER.


Large producers are required to register annually with an approved Batteries Compliance Scheme. 8 organisations have applied to be schemes although approval is not expected until the end of September. The list of approved schemes can be found on the Environment Agency �HYPERLINK "http://www.environment-agency.gov.uk/static/documents/Business/Batteries_Scheme_Public_Register_Contact_Details.xls"��website�.


Registration will just require company information. Data will then need to be supplied in January to enable the scheme to submit the data by the end of January. 


Scheme charges will vary. Each scheme must pay the Environment Agency* £118k and £680 per member each year when they register their members by the end of October. In addition to recharging this to members, schemes will charge an administrative fee to run the scheme as well as a compliance fee in relation to the cost of collecting and treating batteries equivalent to meet the target for that member.


*Environment Agency includes SEPA for Scotland and NIEA for Northern Ireland.





Industrial and Automotive Batteries


If, in 2008, you placed any industrial and automotive battery producers onto the UK market, you must register within 28 days of 15 October or the date you first became a producer.


If you only placed these types of batteries onto the market, you must register with the Department of Business, Innovation and Skills (DBIS). 


If you also placed portable batteries onto the market, you must register as a portable batteries producer (above) and include the industrial and automotive battery information. You do NOT then need to register separately with DBIS.


There is no cost when registering as an industrial or automotive producer.


Details of how to register with DBIS have not yet been published.


By 1 December, industrial and automotive battery producers must publish their take back plans. What form this must take and where has not yet been published.


By 1 January, industrial and automotive battery producers must offer free take back of these types of battery.


By end March, they must submit data on the weight and chemistry of batteries placed in the market in 2008.
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
